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Reqistration information

The Registration Forms should be filled in and returned by the 21° of December. We will
assign you the exact same number of delegates, MUN Directors and Advisors you have
requested on the Registration Forms.

By returning the Registration Form you have entered into an agreement with The HagaMUN
foundation. You are still entitled to withdraw your registration until the 21* of December.
After the 25" of December all are obliged to fulfil their payments, for which the school is held
responsible.

Housing information

The HagaMUN Foundation will provide community housing, meaning that, for the duration
of the conference, your students can reside at the houses of students of the Gymnasium
Haganum, where dinner and breakfast will also be provided. Please note that we can only
provide housing for 2 nights, those in between the conference days. We will give priority to
those who have travelled the furthest or who cannot participate otherwise, but will try to fulfil
every request.

If you and your students prefer staying in a hotel, we will try to make special arrangements
with hotels close to the conference locations and the city centre.

Delegation information

After careful deliberation, we have chosen to adopt the traditional MUN structure for this
year’s session of HagaMUN. We will be entertaining a Security Council, four General
Assemblies, a Special Conference on Healthcare in LEDC’s, a Human Rights Council, an
Environment Commission and an Economic and Social Council. A regular delegation will
consist of eight delegates, a Security Council delegation will consist of ten delegates.
However, if you wish to attend the conference with a different number of delegates, this is
possible. Please fill in the number of delegates you wish to bring on the Registration Form,
then we will make the necessary arrangements.

Payment details

The fee is set at €50,00 for every participant, including MUN Directors and Advisors. Six
percent of the fee will be donated to UNICEF to provide tetanus vaccines to newborn babies
and their mothers.

The total fee will have to be transferred by January, but the exact date, as well as an official
invoice, will follow later. Failing to keep to this deadline will result in a 5% penalty fee.

Travel information

The conference will be held in the monumental school building of the Gymnasium Haganum
at the Laan van Meerdervoort 57, The Hague. Our school building has been comprehensively
renovated this year and we are proud to present the venue, with its classical atmosphere and
modern facilities, to you and your students.

For schools from abroad, getting a visa for you and your students is your own responsibility.
We cannot provide flights, public transportation or any other means of getting around. You
are naturally welcome to come a few days in advance to get a better view of Holland.

Information for Student Officer Applicants

The Student Officers are the ones who lead the debate in the committees. They are experts on
the field of MUN and are expected to know the Rules of Procedure by heart, as well as to
write Research Reports on the issues their committee will be debating. To be accepted into the
Student Officer team requires a lot of MUN experience, as well as good leadership qualities.
Please show this in the Letter of Motivation. The Letter of Recommendation should simply
outline the qualifications a candidate has for his/her preferred position, as well as a rating if
there is more than one applicant from a school.
